Registering for the Convention 
 

PRIOR TO CONVENTION: 

Convention Registration:  Anyone attending the convention, including spouses, must be registered prior to the 

convention.  Registration fees are found on the form.

Membership Appreciation Day at Hersheypark (7/27):  Even though this event is free to convention registrants, 

thanks to our sponsors, the tickets must be ordered in advance.

.  There is a separate registration form for this event. 

 

Tel-PAC Breakfast (7/27) ($35):  Members are encouraged to register prior to the convention so we have an 

accurate headcount.  Members may follow up with payment at the convention.  For those not familiar with this 

event, please see additional detail included in this mailing. 

 

 

ONCE YOU ARRIVE AT THE HOTEL HERSHEY: 
Once you’ve checked in at the hotel’s new lobby, travel up one more floor to The Fountain Lobby and register 

with PTA.  PTA staff will give each registered member a packet which will include your name badge, dinner 

tickets (if you purchased them), Hersheypark passes (if you pre-registered) and an updated schedule of events.

Dining 
Breakfast: Breakfast is served in the hotel’s Circular Dining Room.  For adult guests staying at The Hotel 

Hershey, your breakfast is included in your room.  Children may or may not be included, it 

depends on whether you made arrangements in advance.   The hotel plans to ask upon check-in 

whether you want your children included as part of the package. 

 

Lunch: Lunch on your own. 

 

Dinner:   Sunday dinner, with the exception of PTA board members, is on your own.   

 

 Monday dinner will be held in the Castilian (above fountain lobby).  A dinner ticket is required 

to attend.  Dinner tickets will be given when guests register at PTA’s desk in the Fountain 

Lobby (if member paid for dinner in advance).   

 

 Tuesday dinner stations will be held in the Starlight Terrace with scattered hi-top seating 

throughout the room, hallway, and into the Garden Terrace.  Guests will need to show their 

dinner ticket each time they enter the Starlight Terrace (please wear them in your name badge).
