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THE NEW LEGISLATURE 

 

 

Thirty five new members of the Pennsylvania General Assembly (28 House members and 

7 Senators) were sworn into office on January 6, 2009. The political breakdown now 

stands at 29 Republicans and 20 Democrats in the Senate (The 29
th

 District seat is open 

due to the death of Jim Rhoades. Current House Member David Argall has won the 

Republican Party nomination for the seat and will face Schuylkill County Treasurer Steve 

Lukach in a March 3
rd

 special election), and 104 -99 in favor of the Democrats in the 

House. 

 

Following is a breakdown of the new legislators by chamber, which ILECs offer service 

in their districts, and, for the Senators, committees to which they have been appointed 

that are of interest to the PTA. (House committee memberships will not be announced 

until January 26
th
